The Public Policy Quarterly welcomes submissions of unsolicited manuscripts not under review elsewhere including articles, book reviews, and commentaries on current events in West Virginia. Submissions will be accepted on an ongoing basis. However, the deadline for submission for each quarterly section is as follows:

The Public Policy Quarterly has been accepted for inclusion in Cabell’s Directory of Publishing Opportunities.  All submissions will be subject to a double blind review.
Guidelines for submissions are as follows:

· Original articles only. 
· All articles must be accompanied by a 150-250 word abstract and a one-three line author’s bio. 

· Research articles should be 3,000-5,000 words. 3,000 words is the preferred length. 

· Commentaries, opinion articles, and book reviews should be between 850 and 1,200 words. 

· For initial consideration, please send an electronic file attachment through email in one of the following formats: Microsoft Word or Word Perfect. 
· Citations should be formatted to the author-date system outlined in The Chicago Manual of Style. 

· All formatting and grammar should follow The Chicago Manual of Style.
